Out of the Shadows: Families Experiencing Domestic Violence (1/2 day to full day training)
A workshop for teachers and professionals working with families experiencing Domestic Violence, this training can be a half to full day training.  Topics include:

· Overview of domestic violence, power and control

· Impact of domestic violence on children

· Behavior observation in children

· Connection between domestic violence and child abuse and neglect

· Connection between substance abuse and domestic violence

· Guidelines for talking to families
Zero to Three: Partnering with Parents to Prevent Abuse and Neglect-

This training can be a combination of any of the below workshops.  Each workshops can last 2 hours to a full day each:

· Building Effective Relationships- This workshop educates child care professionals to build partnerships with parents as an important strategy to promote healthy child development.

· Building a Healthy Brain: Child care professionals support and promote very young children’s healthy brain development when they use relationships, respect, repetition, routines, and responsive interactions, the “5 R’s.”

· Social-Emotional Development for Infants, Toddlers, and Their Families- When children experience difficulty in acquiring social-emotional skills, they are at increased risk emotionally, developmentally, and academically.  This training provides skills that assist child care professionals in building effective relationships with very young children and their parents.

· Helping Parents and Providers Understand Temperament- Participants become aware of how their own temperaments, their reactions to others, and the classroom environment can interact to support a child’s healthy development.

· The Influence of Culture on Caregiving- This workshop provides opportunities to explore how one’s culture influences routines, caregiving style, and parenting choices, and an approach for resolving culturally based dilemmas with families.

· Understanding and Responding to Abuse and Neglect of Infants and Toddlers- Participants will define child abuse and neglect, learn the prevalence of abuse/neglect in the infant-toddler population, and examine the impact of maltreatment on a young child’s development.

· Supportive Responses to Troubled Parent-Child Interactions- This workshop presents strategies that teachers and caregivers can use to support positive parenting and to intervene when they witness a troubled interaction between parent and child.

· Challenging Behaviors in Children- This workshop provides participants with the opportunity to reflect on their own beliefs and feelings regarding challenging behavior, and to practice discussing challenges with parents in an effective and supportive manner.

· Relationship Based and Reflective Organizations- This training provides program leaders with tools they need to begin building an organization characterized by collaborative relationships, where staff members have the opportunity to learn from one another, from families, and from the work.

· Supporting Staff in Their Work with Parents- This training provides program leaders with an opportunity to learn about and practice relationship-based supervisory approaches and to explore how best to respond when staff members have concerns about suspected abuse or neglect.

Child Abuse and Neglect: Recognizing, Reporting, Responding (2 hours to half day workshop)

Do you know what to do in the event that abuse occurs with a child in your school or center?  This workshop addresses the red flags and indicators of abuse and neglect, laws surrounding child abuse and neglect, and how to respond when abuse occurs.

Parent Engagement: Thinking Outside the Box to Put Parent Leadership Into Action! (3 hour workshop)

Research supports Parent Leadership as an effective way to prevent abuse and neglect in our community.  This workshop teaches professionals how to effectively engage parents in their programs, as well as how to address barriers to parent participation.  The many aspects and roles of parent leaders are also identified.

Play Nicely: Managing Childhood Aggression (1.5 hour to 2.5 hour workshop)


Play Nicely teaches parents, healthcare professionals, counselors, child care workers and teachers how to successfully manage early childhood aggression.   All who care for children should have a basic understanding of how respond to childhood aggression because persistently hurtful behavior during the early years is one of the strongest risk factors for violence later in life.   Play Nicely teaches the basics in managing hurtful behavior for children ages 1-7.  Participants learn that there are better responses than ignoring hurtful behavior, speaking angrily, or physical punishment.

Conducting Children’s Programs for At-Risk Children (1 hour to Half Day workshop)

This workshop provides participants with the ability to address the special needs of at-risk children through the use of a children’s program curriculum, “Hooray for Me.”  Participants receive a copy of the curriculum for printing on a CDROM.

Building Parent Support Groups (half to full day workshop)

This training prepares participants to conduct effective parent support groups.  Topics addressed include the art of facilitating support groups, group development, group structure, group dynamics, as well as issues that might impact parents and families in the group (substance abuse, domestic violence, child abuse and neglect).

Conducting Strengths Based Assessments (Full day workshop)

Designed for social workers, home-visit staff, educators, child welfare workers and supervisors, family preservation specialists, nurses, adoption and foster parent caseworkers. Participants learn to use the North Carolina Family Assessment Scale in assessing families.   The National Family Preservation Network says the NCFAS tool demonstrates validity and reliability. Ongoing research shows that the tools are an excellent measure of family functioning which, in turn, is highly correlated with family success.

· Assesses family functioning in 5 areas:  Environment, Parental Capabilities, Family Interactions, Family Safety and Child Well-Being

· Identify areas of strength/need

· Use as a basis for case plans and addressing service needs 

· Use as a tool in case staffing

· Use as a basis to link community based services together to meet family needs

· Use with families to increase parenting knowledge, increase skills, change attitudes, change behaviors and improve their circumstances and conditions

Great Beginnings Start Before Birth (Full three day training-$200 per person)

Designed for professionals working with pre-natal and peri-natal mothers and fathers, this training prepares the professional to use the Great Beginnings Start Before Birth Curriculum to address prenatal care, substance abuse, health, bonding, stress, breast feeding/bottle feeding, and labor and delivery with the new parent.  Participants have the option to purchase the entire 600 page reproducible curriculum with parent handouts, assessments, and staffing recommendations upon completion of the training for an additional $100.

Keeping Kids Safe: Personal Safety for Young Children (Half Day Training)

This training is designed for teachers who will be delivering the Keeping Kids Safe personal safety curriculum to young parents, as well as talking with parents about the value of personal safety for their young child.  This training is $100 per persona and includes a copy of the Keeping Kids Safe 166 page curriculum.

Talk About Touching (Half Day Training)

This training is designed for teachers who will be delivering the Talk About Touching personal safety curriculum to young parents, as well as talking with parents about the value of personal safety for their young child.  This training is $100 per person and includes a copy of the Talk About Touching curriculum.

Shaken Baby Syndrome Identification and Prevention (Half Day Training)

Shaken Baby Syndrome is the leading cause of death in child abuse cases. According to the National Center on Shaken Baby Syndrome, over 30% of its victims die and thousands more are permanently affected by this crime. Blindness, cerebral palsy, loss of motor control, developmental delays and even death have all been attributed to shaking babies. Designed for social workers, medical personnel, EMT’s and first responders, child care providers, early childhood educators, infant home visitation nurses and staff, early intervention specialists, family and consumer advocates, elements of training include:

· an overview of Shaken Baby Syndrome

· causes and symptoms

· child development implications

· anger and stress management

· positive coping strategies
